Executive Summary

In partnership with the Calgary Airport Authority, NAY CANADA commenced a tnal in 2019 of alternate
departure headings for aircraft departing runways 17L and 17R at Calgary International Airport (CYYC). The
trial was extended several times through 2021 and 2022 due to the impact of the COVID-19 global pandemic.
The tnal evaluated a second set of departure headings to be applied tactically when conditions permit based on
the flight plan of the departing aircraft as an alternative to those already in place that serve as the predominant
departure headings. This report examines the calendar year following the implementation of the alternate
departure headings.

Through increased overflight of non-residential land, we expected a continuation of a reduction in the

Based on the overall benefits of
reduced track mileage and the associated reduction in GHG emissions, permanent use of Alternate Departure
Headings for departures from runways 1701 and 17R should proceed but their use will be discontinued daily
between the hours of midnight and 6:00 a.m. (0000-0&00) local time.

NAY CANADA continues to collaborate with the Calgary Airport Authority and the Airport Community
Consultatve Committee on aircraft noise topics, including those that were raised during the consultation.
